All essential activity and safety equipment is provided 
 
We suggest that the children bring old clothes which you and they will not be sorry to throw away! 
Most of the activities require the children to wear a long sleeved top and long trousers – preferably 
not jeans. It can be quite chilly in the mornings at Bawdsey Manor, so I would strongly recommend 
the children bring a fleece.
