To the Parents of Children in Key Stage Two,
Dear Parents,

As you are aware, we unfortunately had to re-arrange our trip for the children in KS2 to visit the Bronze Age site Flag Fen,
Peterborough. The new date for the trip is Wednesday 29" November, 2017. The purpose of this visit is to support our current
History topics of ‘Scavengers and Settlers’, ‘Footprints from the Past’ and ‘Going Global’.

If your child suffers
from travel sickness, please let us know in advance, so we can plan accordingly.
